WESTERN AUSTRALIAN COUNTRY MUSIC SONGWRITER AWARDS 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
 

The West Australian Country Music Awards are open to all Western Australian Country Music Talent, who are 
currently residing in Western Australia and who fulfill the following conditions. 
 

1. One (1) copy of the CD recording is required for each category with up to three (3) songs for judging 
purposes. 

a. Tracks nominated for judging must be clearly marked.  
b. All recorded material MUST be performed by the person/s who intend performing at the Boyup 

Brook Country Music Festival in February. 
c. Judging sheets will be returned to each entrant. 
d. Entry material will not be returned unless specifically requested at the entrants cost. 
e. All judging will remain anonymous 

 
 

2. All entries must be accompanied by the following support material, which must be emailed directly to the 
Boyup Brook Country Music Club – countrymusicwa@westnet.com.au 

a. Biography (promoting entrant’s career and music) of 120-130 words in Microsoft WORD 
Document for possible inclusion in the 2011 Boyup Brook Country Music Festival & WA Awards 
Event Program and on the Boyup Brook Country Music website (www.countrymusicwa.com.au). 

b. Recent photo 300dpi or higher (jpeg format) to be used to promote you and your music through 
various publications produced in association with the Boyup Brook Country Music Festival & West 
Australian Country Music Awards. 

 

      3. All entries will be pre-judged.   
a. The highest scoring entry in each category will be selected as the Winner.   
b. The second highest scoring entry in each category will be selected as the Runner Up. 
c. Entrants must be available to collect their Award, if they are the winner or runner up, at the West 

Australian Country Music Awards on Friday 18
th

 February 2011, at Music Park in Boyup Brook. 
d. Should there be any less than three (3) entries in any category the section may be cancelled at 

the discretion of the organisers. 
 

4.  Winner and Runners Up will be provided with a backstage entry pass for the duration of the Awards 
section, and for any other performance time, and a weekend pass for the Boyup Brook Country Music 
Festival. 

a. Category 2 – Junior Songwriter Winners and Runners Up will be provided with an additional 
weekend pass for an accompanying adult. 

 
5. All Awards performers (Finalists) will be responsible for their own travel and accommodation costs. 
 
6.    Category restrictions: 

a. Category 2 – Junior Songwriter entrants must be under 18 years of age as at 31
st
 December 

2010. 
 

7. The closing date for entries is 5.00pm 30
TH

 SEPTEMBER 2010.  Entries must be received by this 
date, and NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

b. Entries must be accompanied by payment and all items as detailed in the Checklist on the entry 
form.

of the organisers.
